Reports 
Treasurer  -   Chief McPherson presented the April Treasurer’s Report.

· Motions were made, seconded, and voted unanimously to accept the April Treasurer’s report as read.

Report Discussions
Chief Choate updated the membership on the changes with the Recruit Program -  Classes will have 18 attendees and there will be a new class starting every 4 weeks. The breakdown will be 2 weeks online, 4 weeks on campus, 1 week online, 2 weeks on campus and 1 week hazmat.  Learning disabilities has not been addressed yet.
FCAM – Chief Landry is the new D-14 Representative and Chief Vuona is the new 2nd VP. With the expected budget cuts FCAM advises all communities to keep close track of finances.  Any community in need of hand sanitizer, please contact the Sheriff’s Department as they have a surplus.
Old Business 
Smartsheets was revisited – Those that are using it think it is working well.  The control point has started using it with participating communities and they had positive feedback.  Chief Judge can add any personnel for you – Please send him the information in a spreadsheet. 
New Business
FY21 Budget Review took place.  During budget discussion whether to keep or disband the Haz Mat trailer was discussed.   

· Motions were made, seconded, and voted unanimously to have the hazmat trainig coordinator coordinate the removal and distribution of any stored resources as the first step in disbanding the trailer.
Chief Johannes will reach out to Haz Mat Training Coordinator Richard Hubert to arrange the removal of any equipment. 
Training money brought up a discussion regarding Committee Chairs putting together a list of needs, including supporting documentation, the information can be used in capital planning and will enhance our ability to receive last minute funding opportunities, whether via Central, NERAC or legislative.
$100 for DAT Equipment will be added.
· Motions were made, seconded, and voted unanimously to accept the FY21 budget with minor changes discussed.

Chief McPherson discussed the need for future capital planning. He will be sending Committee Chairs spreadsheets to gather asset information in order to develop a prioritized capital list.
Chief Whalen presented the FY21 nominations.  As the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Treasurer and Secretary are all within their current 3 year term, Chief Whalen asked the membership to consider allowing Deputy Miller, whose Executive Board seat term ends this year, to remain on for another 3 year term.
· Motions were made, seconded, and voted unanimously to allow Deputy Miller to be 3rd E Board member until 2023
Chief Whalen asked the membership to be aware that next year the terms end for Chairman, The VP, the Treasurer and 1 Executive Board member.
