Introductions were made and Sherborn’s Acting Chief Zach Ward was welcomed.  D-14 plaque was presented to Chief Kinney who is leaving us for D-4’s Norfolk.
Reports 
Treasurer  -   Chief McPherson presented the October Treasurer’s Report.

· Motions were made, seconded, and voted unanimously to accept the October Treasurer’s report as read.

Report Discussions
Standardization – After meeting with the Dive Team leadership, Chief Parenti is almost finished with their SOGs and will then move on to FIT and Comms. Chief Landry asked that all Chiefs pay extra attention to the minimum qualifications section.
Deputy Miller informed the membership that the second round of harnesses and helmets for the tech team were received and distributed.  Applications are being accepted for tech team openings and they hope to begin the first interviews by the 2nd week of December. New Business

Chief Achilles offered to host the class at their new training facility.  Fire Prevention Officer and FIT classes were also discussed for the future.
Chief Achilles advised the membership that the ballistics equipment that Central put in for has been received.  After much discussion regarding existing protocols, it was agreed that the Central communities, Northborough, Shrewsbury and Southborough, will put a model together and bring it to the body.

Mutual Aid agreement signatures need to be updated.  The document will be made available at the January meeting.
